The “Victoria” at the Canal Bank Festival in Dorsten 
 
 
Dear Colleagues, 
 
Historians and boatbuilders have built a full-scale Roman ship, the “Victoria”. 
They took as their model finds from the 1st and 2nd centuries AD. The ship is 
visiting various towns and cities as a herald for the exhibition project 
“IMPERIUM CONFLICT MYTH. 2000 Years Varus Battle”, to draw public 
attention to the exhibition in Haltern, Kalkriese and Detmold next year. 
 
The Roman ship is coming to the Canal Bank Festival in Dorsten on the 23rd. 
August – it will be quite near to the LWL-Römermuseum Haltern, in which the 
Landschaftsverband Westfalen Lippe (LWL) is holding its Varus exhibition in
